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A collaboration of more than 100 community partners has come together to create the Oregon
Worker Relief Fund, a rapid community-based system that provides temporary financial support
to Oregonians who have been excluded from other safety net programs during the pandemic.
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OWREF has delivered over $70 million in
disaster relief throughout Oregon'’s
immigrant communities.
