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More than 100 community partners have come together to create
the Oregon Worker Relief Network, a rapid community-based
system that provides temporary financial support like the
Rehousing Fund. The Rehousing Fund supports Oregonian
households experiencing homelessness by providing culturally
responsive services essential for securing stable housing.
